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“There is no other place in the world like America,” said General Powell as he received
his Manifest Award from Lee A. lacocca, Founding Chairman of The Statue of Liberty-Ellis Island
Foundation, Inc.

Awards were celebrated on Tuesday,

April 19, in the Great Hall at Ellis
Island. This year’s festivities continued
the tradition of recognizing the great
achievements of individuals who can
trace their ancestry through Ellis Island
and the Port of New York during the
years 1892-1924. Highlighting the
ceremony was the presence of General
Colin Powell, honored in the category of
government service, whose career has
exemplified the qualities of leadership,
integrity, discipline and idealism that
make up the best of America.

Taking his place alongside his fellow
award winners, who this year included

a distinguished winemaker, an astronaut,
a Nobel Prize-winning physicist, and two
contemporary artists, General Powell

spoke warmly of his immigrant parents
and the values they imparted in him.

He also spoke stirringly of our immigrant
heritage and called on America to continue
to uphold the best for this country. In
concluding his remarks, General Powell
said, “As we look to the future, we have
to make sure that America remains the
opening, the welcoming place that it
was for our forebears. If we ever lose
that, we lose what America is all about.
Let’s make sure that we never lose that.”

BUSINESS: Robert Mondavi — Founder

he Statue of Liberty-Ellis Island

The current Ellis Island Immigration
Museum, opened in 1990, is one of New
York’s most popular tourist attractions,

a cultural gem among the National Park
Service’s many great Parks, and this
country’s finest museum documenting
America’s golden age of immigration,
during which nearly 25 million people
arrived from the Old World to the New,
via Ellis Island and New York harbor.

The Peopling of America™® Center will cele-
brate the mosaic of faces that makes this
country unique.

As many Americans know, this country
has never stopped being a nation of immi-
grants. The face of America is constantly
changing, a reflection of our heritage as a
beacon for freedom and opportunity. This
is a story that, for hundreds of years, suc-
ceeding generations of immigrants have
played a central role in, first in deciding
to emigrate to America, then becoming

GOVERNMENT SERVICE: Colin Powell
— U.S. military leader, who served as
National Security Advisor, was promoted
to the rank of four-star general, named
Chairman of the Joint Chiefs of Staff and
went on to serve as U.S. Secretary of
State. His mother entered America
through Ellis Island.
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TECHNOLOGY: Astronaut Dr. Scott
Parazynski is a veteran of four space
flights and underwent training in Russia
for a possible long-duration mission
aboard Russia’s Mir Space Station. He is
currently training for the STS-118 mission
scheduled for 2006, during which he

will perform three spacewalks to continue
assembly of the International Space
Station. His great-grandparents came
through Ellis Island.

SCIENCE: Dr. Murray Gell-Mann -
Recipient of the Nobel Prize in Physics
in 1969 for his work with subatomic
particles, he helped found and is director
of the Santa Fe Institute and is a member
of the National Academy of Sciences. His
father arrived in America through Ellis
Island.

PEOPLING OF AMERICA AWARD: This
award honors an immigrant to the U.S.
who does not trace roots to Ellis Island,
but rather arrived at another time and/or
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Foundation guest McKenzie Rohde with Honoree General Colin Powell

through another port of entry. The 2005
award honors two, whose achievements
are forever intertwined — Christo and
Jeanne-Claude — whose temporary

outdoor environmental works of art have
generated excitement around the world.
They came to America in 1963, he
originally from Bulgaria, she from France.

Celebrating Those Who Have
Served America

More than a century ago, Ellis Island opened

its doors to receive immigrants in search of the
American dream. Many of these immigrants
and their first-generation American sons and
daughters repaid America for her welcome with
patriotic endeavors that preserved freedom and
inspired others to share in that dream. Patriotism
sometimes looms large, but often we find it in
our own neighborhood. Bob Hope, a friend to
U.S. Armed Forces, is just one of America's
outstanding Ellis Island patriots now featured
on www.ellisisland.org.

Bob Hope arrived on America’s shores from
England in 1908 as two-year-old Leslie Townes
Hope. The comedic actor’s career took a life-
defining turn, when in 1942 he decided to help
entertain America's troops. Hope's partnership
with the USQ continued for five decades, with
his final tour in 1990 to entertain troops in Saudi
Arabia and Bahrain. President Lyndon Johnson
bestowed the Presidential Medal of Freedom
upon Hope in 1969 for his service to the men and
women of the armed forces through the USO. In
1997, the U.S. Congress designated Bob Hope the
first honorary veteran of the U.S. armed forces.

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Foundation, Inc., working with the

National Park Service, is keeping the
very human history of Ellis Island alive
through the Ellis Island Oral History
Center. Hundreds of interviews of people
who came through the famed immigra-
tion station are archived at the Center
on Ellis Island and are available to the
public for research and education. The
work is ongoing and immigrants are
invited to make their stories part of the
permanent record of Ellis Island. Here
is just a sampling of interviews of those
brave individuals who came to America
to make a better life for themselves, and
in consequence made a better world for
all of us.

William Greiner, born 1912;
Emigrated from Italy in 1925, age 12

“It is hard for people to understand what
it was like to be on a boat in a storm like
that. Tremendous noises. It sounded

as if the boat was hitting some rocks...
The noise, tremendous, and | thought
we would flounder at any moment...
And all the other people were so sick.
They didn’t know what was happening.
But I got over very quickly any sickness,
so | would go up to the captain’s deck...
and | enjoyed this wild sight, especially
looking at the prow of the ship going
way, way down under the sea and then
lifting up and the wave coming, rushing
right up to the captain’s deck. That’s a
terrifying scene but as a boy | enjoyed it.”

Doukenie Babayanie Bacos, born 1905;
Emigrated from Greece in 1919, age 14

“Seeing the Statue of Liberty! | was so

N
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happy that | was in America now! | said
to myself, ‘Lady, you are so beautiful.
You get all the foreigners here. Give me
a chance to prove that | am worth it,

to do something, to become somebody
in America.”

Lawrence Meinwald, born 1914;
Emigrated from Poland in 1920, age 6

With His Father on Ellis Island: “...And
then we landed at Ellis Island and we
came off and we were cued up again
and going through some process. And
my father, while he was on the ship, had
shaved himself with a straight razor and
evidently cut his face. He had a tiny scar.
It was just drying up, perhaps, and as he
was in this line they put a white chalk
mark on his lapel. We didn’t know what
the meaning of it was. He did see some
people brush it off, wiping it off, but he
didn’t know what it was and he didn’t
want to do the wrong thing, so he didn’t
do anything. And as the line progressed
at one point they pulled him out of the
line without any explanation. And my
mother started to plead and cry... they
were only talking in English... until
someone came by and spoke to us in
Yiddish... and said, ‘It’s all right. They’ve
just taken him to have a health examina-
tion and he’ll be all right... You're

safe here.” And so they put him in the
hospital. He said he had a ball. He had
the best food they gave him and he did-
n't care whether it was kosher or non-
kosher. He ate it because he was starved.
And everything was fine.”

Manny Steen, born 1906;
Emigrated from Ireland in 1925, age 19

On His First Day in America: “l go to

the corner and the trolley car stopped
and | got on and the conductor came
over. And the conductors were all Irish.
He says, ‘What are you doing, young
fellow?’ And | said, “Just taking a ride
downtown.” He says, ‘Is it Irish you are?’
| said, ‘Aye.” He said, ‘When did you get
here?’ | said, ‘Yesterday. | just got off
the boat.” So he sat down beside me and
he’s pointing out the buildings. | was
fascinated. Hey, America is a great place.
I'm only here one day and I’'m getting

a royal reception... Finally | got off...
and | look up and there’s a street sign.

It says, ‘Broadway.” That was one of

the most exciting moments of my life.
Broadway! I’'m only one day in America
and I’'m on Broadway! | start walking
down Broadway... and | see Battery
Park, where the day before | had come
across from Ellis Island. | said, ‘One day
in America and I’'m right back where

| started from.” | walked across Battery
Park and I sit down on a bench and no
one is bothering me. No one could iden-
tify me as a foreigner. Everybody’s acting
like I’'m a full blooded American. And
there was a guy with a pushcart selling
hot dogs. Now | had known about hot
dogs from watching American movies

in Dublin. They don’t have hot dogs in
Ireland. It was only five cents, so | fig-
ured | would speculate. He gave me
one, | ate it and it tasted nice. And | was
there eating my hot dog and taking the
world in with my eyes and | said,

‘One day in America and | got it made.’
| really had a ball. I had a hot dog... and
| sat down... and | was seeing all the
foreigners coming in from Ellis Island.
It was a great feeling.”

Getting to the Statue of Liberty
National Monument and Ellis Island

Location, Ferry Service,

Public Transportation and Fees:

The Statue of Liberty on Liberty Island and the
Ellis Island Immigration Museum on Ellis Island
are located in Lower New York Harboar, slightly
over one mile from Lower Manhattan. Liberty and
Ellis Islands are accessible by ferry service only.

Ferries are operated by Circle Line-Statue of
Liberty Ferry, Inc. from New York and New
Jersey. One round trip ferry ticket includes
visits to both islands. The docking of private
vessels is strictly prohibited. You can contact
Circle Line at (212) 269-5755 or online at
www.circlelineferry.com.

Round trip ferry tickets to get to and from the
islands cost $11.50 for adults, $9.50 for senior
citizens (62 and over), $4.50 for children between
four and 12, free for children three and under.
Ferry schedules are subject to change depending
upon weather conditions and heavy visitation.

What is the Wall? The
American Immigrant
Wall of Honor® is a per-
manent exhibit of over
600,000 individual and
family names featured
at Ellis Island in New
York Harbor. Ellis Island
is part of the Statue

of Liberty National
Monument. It is the
only place in the coun-
try where an individual
can honor his or her
family’s heritage at a national monument.
Names are listed alphabetically by section.

How can | place a hame on the Wall?
Fill out the registration form (to the
right), designate a name and return it
along with your gift of $100 or more,
or register online at www.wallofhonor.
com/family.

For a contribution of $1000, the name
will be displayed on a special plague
of Ellis Island Leaders; for $5000,

the plaque of Ellis Island Benefactors;
for $10,000, the plaque of Ellis Island
Patrons.

Is the Wall only for Ellis Island
immigrants? No, the Wall is for everyone
and includes immigrants from all
historical periods. Regardless of when
your ancestors came to America or
through which port they entered, you
may honor their names on the Wall.
