iberty 2008: Arrival, the Sixth

Annual Limited Edition Statue of

Liberty Ornament was commissioned
by The Statue of Liberty-Ellis Island
Foundation to celebrate the Holiday
Season.

This sixth annual offering is a continuation
of a series that offers high quality
collectibles which are handcrafted and
manufactured in America by American
artisans.

This year’s collectible was inspired by
the hope and anticipation of arriving
immigrants of many nations.

A distinctive feature of Liberty 2008:
Arrival is that the semi-sphere is finished
with some of the original copper pre-
served by The Gold Leaf Corporation
through an exclusive agreement with The
Statue of Liberty-Ellis Island Foundation
(a Certificate of Authenticity is included)
from the centennial restoration of the
Statue of Liberty National Monument
during 1984-1986.

The collectible depicts a ship arriving in
the busy harbor. It is further enhanced
by a copper cast of the Statue of Liberty
welcoming the new arrivals to their new
home. The semi-sphere is approximately
2-1/2 inches in diameter, surrounded by
embellishments inspired by actual details
of the Statue itself. The outer front ring
has the word “Arrival” and graphic
elements taken directly from the balcony

rails of the torch. Additional creative
elements from the torch create the back
portion of the design.

This exquisite piece can be hung from its
ribbon, and is presented in a lovely gift
box inscribed with the words “Sixth
Annual Limited Edition Statue of Liberty
Collectible.” It is sure to become a treas-
ured family heirloom for years to come.

Major League Baseball and the Foundation Partner for the All-Star Game

A s part of its All-Star
salute to New York
City, which hosted the 79th
All-Star Game at Yankee
Stadium on Tuesday July
15th, Major League
Baseball placed a series of
42 MLB-decorated Statue of
Liberty replicas around the
city. The American League
and National League statues
were on exhibit at two of the most
popular destinations in the Big Apple —
the Statue of Liberty and Ellis Island.

Each eight and a half foot tall statue was
uniquely adorned with bold graphics

featuring the 30 MLB Clubs, Brooklyn
Dodgers, New York Giants, four All-Star
statues, and statues commemorating
the final season of Yankee and Shea
stadiums. They were on display at
locations throughout New York City
until the week after the All-Star Game.

Nine-inch replicas as well as t-shirts
featuring the All-Star Statues are still
available for purchase. A portion of the
proceeds from the sale of the replicas and
t-shirts benefits The Statue of Liberty-Ellis
Island Foundation.

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FAQs About The American Immigrant Wall of Honor®

What is the Wall? The
American Immigrant
Wall of Honor® is a per-
manent exhibit of over
700,000 individual and
family names featured
at Ellis Island in New
York Harbor. Ellis Island
is part of the Statue

of Liberty National
Monument. It is the
only place in the coun-
try where an individual
can honor his or her

family’s heritage at a national monument.
Names are listed alphabetically by section.

How can | place a name on the Wall?
Fill out the registration form (to the
right), designate a name and return it
along with your gift of $150 or more, or
register online at www.wallofhonor.org.

For a contribution of $1000, the name
will be displayed on a special plaque
of Ellis Island Leaders; for $5000,

the plaque of Ellis Island Benefactors;
for $10,000, the plaque of Ellis Island
Patrons.

Is the Wall only for Ellis Island
immigrants? No, the Wall is for
everyone and includes immigrants

from all historical periods. Regardless of
when your ancestors came to America
or through which port they entered, you
may honor their names on the Wall. You
may register your family name, the name
of an ancestor, relative or even yourself.

May | place more than one name on
the Wall? Yes! But remember, there is
a minimum gift of $150 for each name
registered.

How will | know that the name has
been registered? You will receive an
8-1/2" x 11" Certificate displaying the
name you choose to honor. Suitable
for framing, your Certificate serves as
a constant reminder of your family’s
contribution to America’s heritage.
You will also be able to see your
family name listed on the Virtual
Wall at www.wallofhonor.org which
is updated on a quarterly basis.
